The Priests of the Sacred Heart, Sacred Heart School of Theology is a national
seminary preparing the older candidate for Priestly Ordination. Seminarians are
sponsored by dioceses across the United State and other lands.

There are several ways you can help
support the education of seminarians.

Sacred Heart Burse Program.

The Burse Program isan
endowment program for priestly
formation and education. This means that
burse gifts are accumul ated in an independent
fund which will be allowed to grow. Asthe principal of the fund grows, so do the
annual earnings. Only the interest income generated by the fund is used to cover our
expenses. In thisway we insure that funds are available in the future for the education of
candidates for the priesthood.

The Priests of the Sacred Heart have three kinds of burses: Shared Bur ses,
Reserved Burses and Per petual Burses.

Shared Burses - are the most common burse gifts we receive. They are open to
any donor who wishes to make a gift to an existing burse. These burses are published in
each quarterly issue of our Reign magazine along with the amount given at the time of
publication. When a Shar ed Bur se reaches $5,000, it is considered compl ete.
Remember, you may add any amount to one of these existing shared bur ses.

To begin anew Shared Burse, requires a minimum gift of $500. Shared Burses
may be named in honor of Christ, the Blessed Mother or afavorite Saint.

A Reserved Burseisopen to individuals or
families who give or pledge $5,000.00. If thissumis
pledged, the Burse will be payable over five years and
may be started with a gift of $500 or more. Upon
completion, and with your permission, your name will
be published in the Reign Magazine. Donors will also
receive a certificate commemorating their Burse which
also shall be memorialized on the Tree of Lifeand in
the Recognition Book at Sacred Heart Monastery.




Perpetual Burses are open to any individual or family who gives or pledges
$25,000 or more. If thisamount is pledged, the burse will be payable over a period of
fiveyearsor less. A Perpetual Burse may also be named for the donor or aloved one.
Y ou may begin a Perpetual Burse with agift of $1,000 or more. Upon completion and
with your permission, your name will be published in the Reign Magazine. Donors will
also receive a certificate commemorating their Burse which also shall be memorialized
on the Tree of Life and in the Recognition Book at Sacred Heart Monastery.

A Perpetual Burse may aso be established through a designation in one's will.
